JOB OVERVIEW: 

Sinai Sports Instructors provide knowledgeable instruction for classes and open gyms and in doing so will help students 
of all ages develop physically, cognitively and emotionally as they build confidence and self-esteem.  Instructors, unless 
determined otherwise, will be responsible for selecting and coaching the Sinai Samurais competitive ninja team among 
other duties as assigned.  Additionally, they will be an important contributor to the customer experience at Sinai Sports, 
responsible for creating a fun, inviting and safe environment for each person that visits. 

RESPONSIBILITIES/DUTIES: 

• Clock in and out for scheduled shift on time  

• Teach assigned classes 

• Monitor/supervise open gyms 

• Conduct tryouts for competitive ninja team 

• Coach competitive ninja team 

• Spotting students on various obstacles as needed 

• Research and provide a schedule of potential regional ninja competitions 

• Travel to regional ninja competitions, as necessary, to coach team members – if applicable 

• Plan & develop lesson plans for each class taught and for summer camp (when scheduled to work camp) 

• Submit all lesson plans to General Manager by the designated deadline 

• Collaborate with other instructors to reset the ninja rig/boulder wall and balance floor on a monthly basis 

• Provide supervision for front desk team members/party host in the absence of management team member 

• Conduct periodic safety checks of ninja equipment – maintain/repair equipment as needed 

• Assist in nightly closing duties and lock building at the end of the evening when scheduled 

• Other duties as assigned by the management team 

QUALIFICATIONS: 

• Positive, out-going and enthusiastic personality 

• Ability to work a flexible schedule 
o Evenings & Weekends - year round 
o Daytime – June – August for Summer Camp 

• Background in athletics or fitness (tumbling, ninja warrior, gymnastics, parkour, freerunning) is ideal 

• Experience working with/interacting with children of all ages 

• Computer skills – must have basic knowledge of how to operate a computer, ipad, etc. 

• Clearly & effectively communicate with individuals of all ages 

• Ability to interpret and carry out written or verbal instructions
